Kiarostami visited the accused in prison, contacted 
people at the judiciary department and obtained per-
mission to shoot the court proceedings. He set up two 
cameras at the court: one with a wide-angle lens to 
record the trial, and the other one with a close-up lens 
to probe into the psychological truth of the case.
